Amicus, Gordon Wayne Watts, by and through the undersigned, and pursuant to Rule 9.225, Fla.R.App.P., hereby gives this court of filing of supplemental authority pertinent to argument offered in the amicus brief on file with this court:

"Notices of supplemental authority may be filed with the court before a decision has been rendered to call attention to decisions, rules, statutes, or other authorities that are significant to the issues raised and that have been discovered after the last brief served in the cause. The notice may identify briefly the points argued on appeal to which the supplemental authorities are pertinent, but shall not contain argument. Copies of the supplemental authorities shall be attached to the notice." (Emphasis added for clarity)

Pursuant to the rules of the court, Amicus states as follows:

A) This is a notice to this court of supplemental authority.

B) This notice is being submitted before a decision has been reached in the above-styled case.

C) These “other authorities” are significant to the issues raised in said amicus.

D) These authorities were discovered after (not before) the last brief served in this cause.

E) This notice may (and will) “briefly identify the points argued on appeal,” to wit:

The “point” argued on appeal is the first sentence of page three (3) of the brief, and reads as follows: “However, it became apparent to a great many Floridians that the fight over the “Terri’s Law” was distracting valuable resources from the proper administration and enforcement of a whole multitude of other laws, designed and enacted to supposedly protect, among others, the elderly, disabled, and other vulnerable amongst the Florida population.” Emphasis added for clarity.
F) These “other authorities,” a joint press release, do not contain argument, per se (although certain statements submitted by those who issued said “joint press release” might incidentally or accidentally contain argument). To the extent that said authority might contain incidental argument, Amicus asks court to ignore said argument because “argument” was sufficiently given in the amicus.

G) STATEMENT OF FACT:

The amicus brief submitted by Amicus in this cause makes the argument that “many Floridians” took issue with the Florida Public Law, 2003-418, not merely Amicus, Watts, as a “Lone Ranger.”

The additional authorities which became available only after last brief was submitted fulfill the requirements of RULE  9.225 in that most, if not all, of the statements submitted state the same.

H) Proof that these “other authorities” are valid:


1) Individuals sign with full contact data, to allow verification and proof that the names were valid, not forged, and that press release was/is valid, not an unverifiable “online petition,” in which one may forge signatures in an unverified way.



2) There has been no feedback to the effect that individuals were misquoted, even after thorough publication abroad of said release.


3) Amicus certifies to This Court that every reasonable effort was made to verify the accuracy of statements contained in said authority, in many cases because individuals submitting joint release were personally known and/or verification of identity and statement was obtained by callback.


4) Since Amicus is not a lawyer, he can not represent these individuals in court, as fellow Amicii, in the same way that a great many other Amicii are proceeding, and, at press time, no lawyer licensed to practice in Florida has consented to representing said parties to proceed with a petition to file as “Friends of the Court.”

I) CONCLUSIONS OF LAW:
Bases on the protections offered under Federal and State Due Process, which allow and require Redress availability before the court, the voices of the “little people,” who are unable to procure a lawyer are required to be heard with Equal Standing as other Amicii, in order to prevent a violation of State and Federal Equal Protection constitutional protections.

THEREFORE, Amicus asks this court to accept these “additional authorities” as proof that the “arguments” made in his Amicus brief are true and correct.
