Project Description:
The Binary Shift Applet is designed to make the student understand the effect of shift operators (in Java). It converts a decimal number into it’s binary equivalent & then shifts the number a specified number of times depending upon the operator employed. A few tricky issues encountered during the development were

· The toBinaryString() method provided in the standard API doesn’t reflect 32 bits when run on positive values. This problem was overcome with just six lines of code using a String object instead of a character array.

· The event handling is done using the ActionListener interface rather than using individual event listeners for each component, which in the end saved a lot of redundant coding
