2. Eligibility: All interested sailors are welcome to participate.   Eligible boats are all PHRF rated boats including multi-hulls with a LOA greater than 20 feet in length. Competitors may race in the HISF Spinnaker or Non-Spinnaker Class.
 
3. Rules: The regatta will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing, currently in effect, by the prescriptions of the USSA, and by HISF instructions as amended by these instructions. 
 
4. Entry Due: Tuesday, May 29, 2007 at 1800 EDT. If not a member of HISF, the owner of a yacht desiring to compete should use the standard HISF entry form (available by download from the HISF website www.hisf.org) and should also include a copy of the yacht's official PHRF rating certificate and e-mail address, if applicable.  The HISF Barracuda will determine ratings of yachts which do not have a PHRF certificate

Equipment: Yachts shall be equipped in accordance with Offshore Racing Council Category 4 as modified by PHRF of the Chesapeake (Equipment Category 4 P) with the following exception that a yacht may enter the event without lifelines provided all hands wear Coast Guard approved personal flotation device while the yacht is racing. Copies of PHRF equipment specification are available from Miles River Yacht Club office.  
 
8. Time-on-Distance Scoring: The Long Distance race is to count as a race in the Spring series.  The Races will be started according to Rule 26, with a modification that a pre-warning shall be a long sound at 10 minutes before the start.

15.Course Selection: The Race Committee will display a sign with “01” indicating the preferred course or “02” indicating the ALTERNATE COURSE. Regular HISF course sheets DO NOT apply for this race. 
  
16. Shortened Course: The race committee may shorten the course by finishing the race at any rounding mark and will advise the boats of any decision to shorten course via channel 11.  As per Rule 32 - Race Committee displaying Flag S with 2 sounds

17. Time Limit: If it becomes clear that yachts will not finish by the time limit yachts should start engines and advise Race Committee via Channel 11 and obtain acknowledgment from the Race Committee.  

18. Results: Final results will be posted on the bulletin board of the MRYC and on the HISF web site schedule.hisf.org 

19. Protests: Protesting boats must fly a red protest flag and must hail the committee boat at the end of the race.  Protests must be filed in writing with the HISF Red Herring on the day of the race. Protest hearing procedures will be according to the general HISF Sailing Instructions. 

20. Awards: Personalized trophies will be presented at the HISF annual awards dinner on November 10th. Trophies will be shipped to those who do not attend the awards dinner. The winning Yacht shall receive a first place trophy and will also be recorded on an appropriate plaque as winner of the Earle Pierce Bassett Memorial Trophy, which is kept on display at MRYC. Trophies will also be presented to second and third place finishers. 

  20. 1. The Earle Pierce Basset Memorial Trophy was donated to the Bay Hundred Race at its initial running in 1994 by Past Commodore Earle Basset in memory of his father, a well known New England Yachtsman. It is a crystal decanter from the SS Ile De France, which was purchased by the 3-M Corporation when the ship was decommissioned about 45 years ago, and presented to Earle Pierce Basset in honor of a promotion.
