6. Notices to competitors:  Any changes in sailing instructions will be posted on the official bulletin board of MRYC by 1700 on Wednesday, September 19th, 2007. 
7. Equipment:  Yachts shall be equipped in accordance with Offshore Racing Council Category 4 as modified by PHRF of the Chesapeake (Equipment Category 4 P) with the following exception that a yacht may enter the event without lifelines provided all hands wear Coast Guard approved personal flotation device while the yacht is racing.   Copies of PHRF equipment specification are available from Miles River Yacht Club office.
  

8. Rating Allowances:  Yachts may elect to compete in the HISF  Non –Spinnaker Class as a Non Spinnaker boat, by hailing the committee boat – prior to the posting of the course number, and shall clearly display a dark blue flag during the race . The flag must be large enough to be readily seen by the other competitors and the race committee, and flown throughout the race at the stern approximately 5 feet up on the backstay. Ribbons and articles of clothing may not be substituted.  Unless a hail is given, and the blue flag  is flown  during the race, the boat  will be considered  competing in the Spinnaker class for the race.

 9. Scoring: The Night Race is to count as a race in the Fall Series 

10) Starting sequence: The Race will be started  according to  Rule 26, with a modification that a warning  signal  shall be a long sound at  10 minutes before the start.

12. Communication:  All Boats shall monitor Channel 11 throughout the Race.  All boats shall report to Committee Boat when rounding “GC1”(FLG 4sec), Bloody Point Bar and when approaching the Finish Line.

15.1 Finish:  Miles River, east of Herring Island, between HISF”A” ( GC"1") (to starboard) and Committee Boat. Report to Committee Boat on channel 72 about 5 minutes before finishing, and illuminate sail numbers when finishing. 

15.2 Shoal Marks: All Herring Island Shoal Marks (A,B,C) shall always be passed on the Channel side 

15.3 Alternate course: Depending on weather conditions the Race Committee may select other than the Preferred Course from HISF Sailing Courses (except for courses around HP Mark (# 7 to 13, and 16) and River Starts # 20 to # 24  

16: Shortened Course:  The race committee may shorten the course at any rounding mark and will advise the boats of any decision to shorten course via channel 11.
17. Retiring or withdrawing: Any Boat electing to retire or withdraw  will notify Race Committee on  channel 11 and  shall obtain acknowledgment from the Race Committee . 

18. Time Limit: 2 AM. July 10th.  When it becomes clear that a boat will not finish by 2 a.m., the boat should start her engines, advise Race Committee via Channel 11, and obtain acknowledgment from the Race Committee. The boat will be scored DNF. 

19: Results:  Final results will be posted on the bulletin board of the MRYC and on the HISF web site.  

20: Protests: (on standard US Sailing protest forms available at the protest desk) shall be filed with the Red Herring or a representative of the Race Committee not later than 1300 hours September 23rd.  A protest hearing shall be scheduled and all parties notified. 

21: Awards:  Trophies will be presented  at Awards dinner. Trophies will be presented to first, second and third place finisher.
Reminder: Check your running lights and VHF Radio for proper operation in advance of the race. Carry a spotlight or a strong flashlight. Wearing a life jacket is a prudent safety measure.
