Additional Requirements

Due to the demands of two new clients we now have additional requirements for our Household survey. These are as follows:-

1. For each car which is normally garaged at the residence we need the following:-  make, model, purchase price and year of manufacture.

2. We need details of wine consumption. Firstly we need to know if the respondent drinks wine or not. If yes then we need to know for each type of wine drunk the following:- wine type (the main grape used in the wine), litres drunk per month, cask or bottle (or both) and total expenditure per month on the wine.

3. We need details of beer consumption. Firstly we need to know if the respondent drinks beer or not. If yes then we need to know for each type of beer drunk the following:- beer type (lager, ale etc), manufacturer, litres drunk per month, bottle or can and total expenditure per month on the beer.

4. We want a list of university degrees (if any) held by the respondent. For each degree we want to know the following:- name of degree, awarding institution, major and year completed.

5. For each secondary occupation (not the one listed as the main occupation) we want the following:- job description (e.g. plumber), gross weekly earnings and hours spent on occupation per week.
