Creative Writing I

Prerequisites: None 

Credits: .5

Objective:  This course is designed to allow students the opportunity to creatively express themselves in written form. Students will be exposed to several different genres of writing and will use the P.O.W.E.R. writing process to complete weekly papers (Plan, Organize, Write, Edit, and Revise). 

CACC Students: Please note, this is a very difficult class for those who attend the CACC. If you decide to take this course you will have homework! 

Journals:  Students will keep a DAILY journal. Students will complete their entries during the first ten minutes of class. Occasionally the teacher will provide prompts, however, since this is a creative writing class it is the students’ responsibility to choose a subject the majority of the time. There is a ½ page requirement per entry and handwriting and overall neatness is graded. An entry that is illegible, or does not meet the length requirement will receive an automatic zero. CACC students must maintain a journal on their own and have it with them each day. 

Daily Assignments:  Most days the teacher will provide the class with a writing activity. These writing activities are designed to improve the students writing skills, enhance creativity, and to explore different styles of writing. Frequently students will be asked to read, and occasionally present their work. CACC students are responsible for finding out the day’s assignment and completing it by the next day. 

Weekly Papers:  Students will be completing one 2-page, typed, double-spaced, 12 pt font paper per week. A typical week looks like the following:

* Monday= Plan and Organize new paper  

* Tuesday and Wednesday=Write 

*Thursday and Friday= Edit and Revise 

Rough Draft, two completed peer-editing sheets, and the final copy are due at the start of class on Monday.

Papers will not be accepted before Monday! In addition, computer or printer problems are not an excuse for failing to complete your assignment on time. Remember, it is impossible to complete an assignment early, if you think you are done you are not! Your writing can always be improved so you must continue to revise and edit your work until the deadline. 
Workshop:  Much of this class is a writing workshop and all students must maintain an environment that will allow students to write productively. Excessive noise, horseplay, sleeping, and so forth are unacceptable. Use of the computer lab is a privilege, and students who abuse this privilege will be removed.

Presentation: Each student will choose one paper they wrote and read it to the class. This will occur in the final week of the term.
