Objectives:

The purpose of this course is to gain a broad overview of the world of economics. Upon completion of this course, the student will have a basic understanding of economics and a working knowledge of capitalism and the free market system. 

Journals:  Students will keep a DAILY journal. Each day the teacher will provide the class with a journal topic; together the students and teacher will discuss the prompt, and in their journals the students will either pose a solution to the issue, or give their opinion on the issue. There is a ½ page requirement per entry and handwriting and overall neatness is graded. An entry that is illegible, or does not meet the length requirement will receive an automatic zero.

Projects: 

Stock Market Project--This project will give students the opportunity to manage a stock portfolio that they develop over the next 9 weeks. The goal is to increase the value of their assets, as much as possible, over the length of the project and have the most valuable portfolio by the end of the term. (The most valuable portfolio wins 1500 bonus pts, 2nd place 750 bonus pts, and 3rd place 250 bonus pts).  

In addition to the mutual fund project, the students will design a product, create a company, and market this product in a project that will encompass many of the skills and knowledge they will gain throughout the term. Through this project students will gain unique insight into what it takes to become an entrepreneur in our highly competitive world.
