Graduation Requirement for Mason Summit High School

This class must be taken and passed by those students who wish to earn credit thorough work experience. See Mrs. B for more information.
Objective:  This course has been designed to give students the diverse skills needed to have a successful start in life. It will primarily be a student-centered course. This means the experiences and input of each student are essential for the learning of the class as a whole. 

Journals: Students will keep a DAILY journal. Each day the teacher will provide the class with a journal topic; together the students and teacher will discuss the prompt, and in their journals the students will either pose a solution to the issue, or give their opinion on the issue. There is a ½ page requirement per entry and handwriting and overall neatness is graded. An entry that is illegible, or does not meet the length requirement will receive an automatic zero.

Unit 1:  Study Skills and Communication—The class will learn how to effectively plan time using date books, good study habits, and test-taking tips. The class will also learn effective verbal and non-verbal forms of communication. 1 week / Unit Quiz

Unit 2: Giving a Presentation—Students will choose a skill such as changing a tire, sewing or eating at a formal dinner and present their skill to the class. Students will create a lesson that engages all the students and provides a hands-on learning opportunity.  1 Week / Presentation and lesson

Unit 3:  Career Planning—The class will examine what skills are needed after high school. We will cover job search skills, resume building, interview skills, and opportunities after high school. 3 weeks / Paper and Interview

Unit 4:  Money Management--  Students will learn how to budget money, use credit cards wisely, balance a checkbook, and how to get set up in their own apartment or house. 2 weeks / Unit Quiz and House Project

Unit 5:  Paternity Issues-- Students will study the paternity curriculum as issued by the state of Michigan. It will focus on the rights and responsibilities of the father. 1 week / Unit Quiz
