Stock Market Project

Requirements for Portfolio:

1. You must purchase at least 10 different stocks, and maintain 10 stocks within your portfolio at all times (you should invest at least $45,000 into various stocks).

2. You must fill out the Stock Market Journal every time you purchase or sell shares of stock, while using the virtual stock exchange. As a class we will use the computer lab each Monday, Wednesday and Friday.

3. You will fill out a financial analysis of your investments weekly to find out how much money you earned or lost. 

4. You will create a line graph each week that charts your net profits and losses.

5. You will create a bar graph each week of your best stock and your worst stock (2 separate graphs).

6. Each week you will create a financial outlook for each of your stocks. Within the outlook you will identify the company, the products of the company, and why you remain invested in it.

7. You must maintain your data within a folder or 3-ring binder. Each week the teacher will collect the portfolio and evaluate your progress.

8. See the stock market competition for information about the top 3 prizes.
