NORTHERN LIGHTS
Maribeth Milner and Don McKibben of the
Lincoln Camera Club sucessfully photographed the Aurora
Boredlis (see page 5). Their tips included: Be sure to bolt on
awide-angle lens or set the zoom lens to the widest possible
setting and set the focus on infinity before heading out into
the dark! A little flashlight is a hand accessory.

The most difficult part is ¢gtting the horizon level in
the bottom of the viewfinder because nothing really shows
well a night.

The reds in the night sky are just barely perceptible
to the naked eye, but they come out very strong in the
finished images.

For film cameras, try a high-speed color dide film
that can be push processed. Try a 400-speed film, shoot it at
SO 1600 and have it push processed 2 sops.

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Nature is far from
asleep in winter. Animals
huddle near sources of food
and water, making them
easier to spot. Water takes
on strange shapes as it turns
to ice. Trees emerge as
stately sentinels, their
branches reaching skyward
with a crispness and clarity

they lack in the other
seasons. Silhouettes of trees
and their shadows are

particularly alluring in snow
or against a fiery winter sky.

Look for texture and
shape in ice. Seek out
interesting details such as
berries in snow, snow on tree
bark, and frost or ice on
leaves and grasses.
Emphasize the strong
graphic lines, shapes, and
textures that show up in
snow.
