Describing The Neighborhood  

Around the school are houses and buildings. There are stores down the block from the school. There are no factories. The school is inside of Monroe campus. Bronx Little School shares a building with four high schools and a GED school.

My Work Place 

 
In the class room I worked in was always clean and child proof. There were no wires lying around no toys thrown around for kids and adults to tripped by. The kids must always clean after themselves.

Workers Free Time 

Pre-k starts at 8:30am until 2:00pm. Once the teachers begin class they cannot leave the building. They must eat lunch with the kids. The teacher’s responsibilities are to watch the kids throughout the whole day and not let the kids leave their site. So basically their free time is when school is over.

Co-workers responsibility


Pricilla is the Pre-k teacher. Her responsibilities are to watch the kids and to teach them things, like their ABC, and 123s. She also makes sure that all the kids are having good, clean, safe, fun. She also reads to them and teaches them how to write their names.

A Typical Day At Internship


I take the #4 bus to Boynton, walk up the block and go into the school. First I help serve breakfast. After the children eat I clean up. Next we sit on the carpet that the children have and talk about what the children did the day before when they left school or what they did over the weekend.


I then help get the kids ready by getting their jackets and taking them to the bathroom. After they use the bathroom I help put their jackets on. We then go outside to the schoolyard and let the kids play for about a half an hour.


Once the half an hour is up we go back to class. I take the kids jackets and put them away. Now the class gets split up. The assistant teacher Janelle takes some kids to the art room with the art teacher, while I stay with Pricilla and the other kids in the classroom. The kids now get to play with the blocks and the playhouse. They also get to color, draw and sometimes Pricilla bakes cookies with them.


It’s now time to clean up and get ready for lunch. The other teacher brings back the kids from art so that the children can all go to the bathroom together. Once the children are finished using the bathroom we go back to class and their lunches are there waiting for them. One of the kindergartens teachers brings down their lunch for them. The kids all sit down and one by one come up get a tray and their food and sit back down.


After lunch it is naptime. The kids now lay on their mats for about forty-five minutes. They can read or sleep, but they cannot leave their mats.

Now naptime over I put the mats away and kids get another playtime. This time they can use paint or play with clay. About twenty minutes before its time to go, the kids sit on the carpet and the teacher reads them a book. When the book is finished, the kids get to pick a song to sing and that is what we do. We sing a song and once the song is finished the kids start to leave, once I see parents coming to get their kids I leave and go home. This is a typical day for me in internship.

My Best Day At Internship  


I think everyday was my best day. I love kids and I love working with them. I never had a bad day at internship. The kids I worked with always had me smiling, so I feel everyday was the best day.

Skills I have Learned


I feel that I didn’t learn any new skills. Everything that I had to do to work with the kids I already knew how to do. I can say one thing I learned how to be more patient with kids.
