MINUTES OF THE MEETING of OCNHS BATCH ’81 re:  25th YEAR GRAND REUNION held at the residence of Spouses Lito & Evelyn de Ocampo at No. 39 Basa St., West Tapinac, Olongapo City on May 28, 2005 at 6:00 o’clock in the evening

I. CALL TO ORDER:

The Meeting was called to order at 7:45 o’clock in the evening led by Marj.

II.  DISCUSSIONS:


The meeting started with the recapping of what was discussed on the last gathering held at Bldg. 225, SBMA, Olongapo City.  

Considering that contacts have already established with those Batch mates abroad through e-mails and through the effort of Mon Maglalang who after attending the April 30, 2005 meeting, immediately informed those who are in Australia and draft a website, Marj suggested that everyone who have e-mail address should try to see and register with that website.  Discussion resumes 9:00 p.m. after everybody finished taking up dinner.

Mon take over and suggests that we should have a theme so it would be easy to remember our Batch.

And then suggestions like the following run through:

*T-shirts design/logo

* spoof/catchy words

and it will be e-mail to our batch mates abroad so they can comment on it


*Projects – for everybody’s benefit

* Mon - ask Joey Tala about the project for the school, what’s the best for our batch.  Give survey forms to know the present need of the school

* Gaye – no need for the survey form – just go around the school you can find out for yourself what they need

* Marj – water dispenser

* Gaye – prioritize regular students

* Marj - who is the right person to be approach.  What about chairs, a long chair with desks

* Gaye - Scholarship – who will benefit?  - our batch mate or even if not as long as qualified

* Marj - not the tuition itself but the sustenance like allowances for everyday’s needs, something like adopt-a-child program

* Gaye - who will identify the qualified scholar?

* Emil - someone who is not biased

* Mon - Barangay?

* Vhem – background check

* Mon – fact-finding team – ask school to provide our batch with the lists of indigent students – who will manage?  

* Gaye – priority should be our indigent batch mate children

* Mon – scholarship should be in black & white criteria

* Marj – identify first the project so we can know the budget

* Mon – what about something like a livelihood – lending style 

* Gaye – there’s a need for monitoring

* Mon – what about a cooperative so we can generate income

* Nes – project should be identified earlier so we can prepare for the budget

* Mon – what about if we can put something like a memorabilia in the library, a mini-museum where every batch can have their post

* Gaye – where can it be placed?  It may be lost

* Benjie – what about a canopy/waiting shade beside the existing one so student can have a wider space to standby while waiting for a ride in a jeep after school especially this rainy season. 

Benjie’s suggestion was approved by everybody and so Benjie was told to prepare the sketch by the next meeting for the allocation of the budget.  Emil will ask permission from the City Government because it is already the City’s jurisdiction. 


After discussing about the projects for the school, Mon suggested to prepare the prospective plan so we can talk with the principal and submit it to the school.


Before ending the discussion, it was agreed that Nes will withdraw the amount of Php5,000.00 from the Batch ’81 fund for the use of the operating expenses like the expenses for the making of the streamer and Vhem will be the one in-charge in handling that revolving fund since regular meetings were held in her residence.

Considering that it was already past 10:00 o’clock in the evening and the group will still proceed to the wake of Bong Viacrusis’s brother, it was agreed that the next meeting will be on June 11, 2005, same time, same place.
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
