Problem: How can I construct a soda bottle miniature aquarium?
Hypothesis: I can construct an aquarium using a soda bottle and aquarium materials, and have it become self-contained, clean, and have the organism thrive.

Materials: 2-liter bottle with cap, scalpel, forceps, single edge razor blade, dissecting scissor, wax pencil, waterproof tape, water, water snails, guppies, gravel, paper towels, Elodea, 6 and 12 inch rulers, balance, thermometer, agar plates.
Procedure:  

1. Cut out top 1/3 of bottle and put top aside.

2. Fill bottom half of bottle with ½ inch of gravel (stabilization)
3. Cut a series of ½ inch deep flexi-cuts to allow widening or narrowing of the shoulder section, and fit it onto the bottom.  Masking tape may be used to make a removable seal.
4. Fill with 4 inches of water

5. Add ¾ of a dropper of Nema-toads
6. Add 1 sprig of algae (Roughly 7 inches long)

7. Add 1 Guppy (Roughly .5 inches long)

8. Add 1 water snail

9. Apply top of Bottle with waterproof tape.
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
