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1. This stone glassware piece looks glazed with some kind of shine finish.  It looks more like a decorative piece rather than a practical one.  However, it may have been used to serve food.  It shape is and odd form and must have been crafted with a lot of skill on the makers part.

2. This canvas poem looks like it was more celebrated for the decorations around it and the presentation than the actual writing.  The calligraphy of the writing seem to show more physical beauty in the painting, and skill of the author not only in language but in writing.

3. Drawn in 6 plates, this drawing clearly shows a town in distress and destroyed by war.  It was drawn looking down at a birds eye view to show the vulnerability of the small little town.

4. This painting also in 6 slabs of guilded paper is very amazing in its simplicity.  The bridge is way out of scale and the flowers are way out of proportion but it adds to the finished product’s splendor.

5. This religious item was used in ancient Shinto rituals.  These bells made Karagura music for the rituals to please the gods, and held sacred meaning.  

6. Here depicted is an ancient Japanese family.  The parents are happy and calm while the children laugh and play happily.  While they may not be a real family in relation…they seem happy with each other and with their lives.

7. Yet another slated eccentric painting reveals feelings of horror and panic as the way the scenery is drawn.  At first glance you see a wave that is evidently going to swallow a boat.  Under closer examination you see it is just a threatening looking cliff, yet is still holds a very grim appearance.

8. This gorgeous 18th century robe held a naturalistic splendor and looked very comfortable to wear.  While it may have been constructed in more modern Japan, its beauty is depicted through embroidery and many years of planning and construction can be seen.

9. This man has a fierce and serious look in his face while to the viewer he may appear funny.  This man looks wicked and ruthless and it shows his full personality in one shot.

10. This ancient Japanese daimyo looks like he is very high in power in the heiarchy.  He doesn’t appear human…however.
