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Description:
The “Edit Ad” use case provides the user an option to edit an advertisement that the user already posted. 

Purpose: In order to have a website that is capable of facing a competitive market; it is imperative to satisfy the user to the greatest extent. Consequently, one of the ways to satisfy the user is to provide the user with a great flexibility and control over his/her interests. 

After posting an advertisement, the user may change their mind. They may have decided after posting the advertisement that they would want to give the book to an acquaintance. Or, after the website has served its purpose, and the user’s book has been sold; the user may still get bothered with additional interested parties who would like to purchase the book. In order to prevent such disturbances, the user would then like to visit the website and delete their entry. They may have decided after posting the advertisement that they are not satisfied with a property that they had posted, say for example the price. In that case the user would like to return to the website and change their entry. 

This use case is important because it adds an important feature to the website resulting in the user having more flexibility and control over their posted advertisements.

Pathway:

2) The first page of the Edit User use case is where the user can enter their ID number and password. 

3) After the ID number and the password have been verified, the user is brought to a page displaying their previously entered personal information.

4) After the user has completed editing and has submitted the new information, they are brought back to the main page.

2) The previously posted advertisement

Alternate Course:

If the user fails to enter the password and ID correctly, they are brought back to the page where they have to enter the correct password and ID.
