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Periodic Table of Cereal

In this project you will be organizing different types of cereal into a table. You will be using the skills and strategies that Mendeleyev used when he was making the periodic table of elements.  Use the following guidelines to help you through this process.

Step One: 15 Choose cereals from the list below:

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Step Three: Create a list of 5 ways the periodic table is organized.


Example: Rows: least reactive metals to the non-violent metals
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Step Four: Indicate how the following parts of the periodic table of elements correlate with the periodic table of cereal.


Example: red line: Sugar cereals vs non-sugar cereals

Create a table that shows the organization of your cereals.

Keep in mind that the periodic table gives us lots of information about the elements based on where the element is located on the periodic table.  The placement of your cereals should tell us the same amount of information.  I will supply you with a big sheet of paper and post its to organize your table.

Once you have your table figured out, you will need to create a final draft.  Think about how you will display your cereals on the periodic table. Use poster board for your project.
