Use of Internet (3)

Newsgroup

A newsgroups is an online area in which users conduct written discussions about a particular subject. So sometimes it is called discussion group.

To participate in a discussion, a user sends a message (like e-mail) to the newsgroup and other users in the newsgroup read and reply to the message.

The entire collection of Internet newsgroup is called Usenet, containing thousands of newsgroups on different topics

A computer stores and distributes newsgroup messages is called a news server.

To read / write news, you may use programs such Outlook, Netscape Discussion Group, etc.

There is also a type of Web Newsgroups in the Internet. One of the example is DejaNews (http://www.deja.com).

There are many groups in the Usenet. Examples are:

Article: entered message

Posting: an action to add an article of your own to the newsgroup

Thread: The original article and all subsequent related replies

Subscribe: an action to saved the newsgroup you like in the newsreader program so you can access it easily in the future.

Moderator: the person who reviews the contents of the article before posting it

Mailing List: a group of e-mail names and addresses given a single name. When a message is sent to a mailing list, every person on the list receives a copy of the message in his or her mailbox.
