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After reading the letter from Macbeth, lady Macbeth thought that her husband should be the king. But she had a little worry that Macbeth may have not enough strength to fight against the king. She thought Macbeth should ignore the natural compassion characteristic of human beings and get to become mean, aggressive and even evil. “Thou wouldst be great, Art not without ambition, but without the illness should attend it. What thou wouldst highly, that wouldst thou holily; whouldst not play false, and yet wouldst wrongly win. Thou’dst have, great Glamis.” She wanted Macbeth to come home as soon as possible. In that case, she could encourage him and get him to do what he wanted to do. “Hie thee hither, that I may pour my spirits in thine ear and chastise with the valour of my tongue all that impedes thee from the golden round, which fate and metaphysical aid doth seem to have thee carown’d withal.” Lady Macbeth also thought there would be nothing on the Macbeth’s way to be the king. She wanted to become violence, aggressive and brutal. She had made up her mind and didn’t allow anything to lie in her way. The dark spirit had been rooted in her mind deeply and nothing was going to say stop to her. “Come, you spirits that tend on mortal thoughts, unsex me here and fill me from the crown to the toe topfull of direst cruelty;” “Come to my woman’s breasts and take my milk for gall, you murd’ring ministers, wherever in your sightless substances you wait on nature’s mischief.”
