GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS TO STEWARDS
1. Check the time schedule inside the folder of the first track.

2. Pick up the tracklayer 15 minutes before he/she is due to set out and take to the start of their track.

3. Check out the articles to be left on the track. 


Start article plus 2 articles on a track 1. Start article plus 3 articles on all other tracks. 

Note if an article is being left at end of track (a large Tee Shirt) or the tracklayer is going to be there.

4. Give tracklayer a map and a plastic bag (for stowing markers) and go over the map briefly with them.

5. Remind the tracklayer that: -

• ALL except the first stake and marker must be picked up (Track 7  the start article to be placed in a plastic bag, the start peg  picked up, and the other two left.)
BUT, if a marker has blown off, pick it up only if in doing so he/she does have to leave the line of the track.

• He/she must walk steadily and not stop other than to pick up markers and must not scrape his/her feet.

6. Note the exact time at which the tracklayer left the start and watch him/her as far as possible.


If the track has a cross track put the cross track layer out 30min after the tracklayer

7. Pick up the handler and dog 15 minutes before starting and take them to me start to wait for the judge.

8. The steward can ask the handler if he/she would like to let their dog sniff the ground on the opposite side to where the track has been laid.

9. When judge arrives, tell him/her what articles and the colours were left, the time at which the tracklayer left (the time the cross track layer went out if applicable) and any difficulties of which you are aware.

10. Accompany the judge or put out other tracklayers.

11. This is done when stewarding for each track.
