This info is notes made by the late Curtis Carter. Curtis noted that the Todd school building was built under the direction of Walter Adams and that the labor was mostly provided by the students parents at that time. That when the building was completed they still did not have seating or desk inside the school. That Walter Adams built benches around a tree in the front yard of which the kids used for the first week or so. That Hezekiah Carter hewed the timbers for the foundation or floor joist with a broad axe from timber located at the school site. That the school lot was full of tree stumps and that some of the students using mattocks dug out and burned the stumps for awards of candy bars and getting out of classroom. That water was carried from Jim Anderson spring which was about one mile from the school.

I have many good memories about having attended Todd School.     


I remember that each morning early E.J. Hines, Ronald Todd and I would go to Loranza Carters spring which was about 1/4 mile from the school to get water and to take all the kids jars of milk to the spring in order to keep the milk cool. Then at lunch time each day someone would have to go back to the spring and get the jars of milk that we all brought for our lunches.  Many days the lunches was a cold egg on biscuit left over from that morning breakfast at home. We all brought our lunches in a paper sack or a little metal lunch box. Also I recall how that each day while the teacher was teaching other grades that Ronald Todd, E.J. Hines and I would go out and cut wood and kindlin for the old heat stove. This stove is at the site. How that Ronald Todd had the job or getting to school before the rest of us and starting the fire in the cold months, this was a paid job. Of course all the events and games at the school was very memorable to us all I suppose.
