Proofread!

I’ve had an essay about “Theory Why”. But the worst example of not proofreading is below:

When all these needs are satisfied the last need on Maslow’s hierarchy of needs is the need for self accusation. Self accusation is “Self-fulfillment, or the realization of one’s potential.” (Hellriegel, p.483, 1982) People who achieve self accusation obtain an increase in problem solving, acceptance of others, and an increase in spontaneity. “People may be so intent on fulfilling this highest need they may consciously or unconsciously neglect the fulfillment of lower-level needs.” (Ivancevich, p.63, 1989)

A manager in the fire service can use this self accusation for the benefit of the department. People who try to achieve self accusation are creative and innovative. These people can be put to use to develop new ideas, new programs, and help further develop the fire service. If the manager taps this resource he will benefit both the employer and the employee. The employee will be challenged and feel they are using their skills in a positive and meaningful way. This will keep the employee stimulated and motivated. It will give the department a quality employee, who will help take the department in to the future. 

So PROOFREAD your document before submitting. Have someone else read it back to you and listen for errors. Don’t submit something that may embarrass you. In a recent newspaper an article appeared on the “body farm” to be completed near San Marcos. The article stated that access will be restricted by several means, including “a parameter fence.” A similar mistake occurred in an international paper that reported:

Officials are considering an alternative plan, which proposes to seal the fence near the settlements of Elkana and Beit Aryeh. The proposal includes the construction of a new parameter fence around the settlements, which would be left on the Palestinian side of the fence.

Did you catch the error? A spell check on the computer would not catch it. Obv iously the proofreaders at these two newspapers failed too. Using “parameter” when you mean “perimeter” shows you are either careless or can’t spell. You don’t want to convey either message in your work.
