REVIEWS OF FIGHTS 11- 20 FROM EVENT 103 HELD ON 26/10/08

Fight 11: REBEKAH “The Wrecker” HERMANN Vs DANA “Rainmaker” MADISON
Description: (8 Rounds) Rebekah Hermann fighting out of the red corner for 
Fight-11 calls Hamburg, Germany her home.  Her trainer/manager is Mertz at the PBI gym in Connecticut.  The blonde Wrecker won her last outing against Tara Teen at Event-101 but was inactive at the next fight card.    Dana Madison is her opponent in the blue corner, looking to rebound after losing two previous matches.  Although she expresses confidence in her victory tonight, she says she isn’t taking the Wrecker for granted.  Round one started with the customary outside jabbing and circling as the two women checked their foe’s reflects.  Ms Hermann attacked first closing the gap with some hefty right hooks directed at the head of the Rainmaker.  Madison deftly parried the blows while countering with an inside uppercut and a left hook to the head.  Both shots caught Rebekah cleanly and sent her staggering sideward with the Rainmaker in hot pursuit.  
It was a disappointing opening round Rebekah but rounds two and three saw Dana became even more aggressive and effective. Her stiff jab started every salvo, opening the way for a random assortment of combinations.  Rebekah’s fourth round productivity was more to her liking. She took control early with strong accurate jabs followed by straight right hand missiles that jolted the head of Dana painfully back and forth.  When she threw her right straight from the shoulder they packed plenty of power however too often she winged those punches in arcing tracks that caused them to miss completely or land harmlessly against the guard of her adversary.  Rebekah was instructed to throw her right-hand punches properly but unfortunately she had little opportunity to display that technique in both rounds five and six.   She was under steady attack from the Cologne boxer who battered her from pillar to post with hurtful power shots.

Early in the seventh round Dana topped a lazy left jab with a block buster right hand bomb. It landed right on the chin causing Hermann’s control center to shut down.  Rebekah slumped to the floor helped along with a swift one-two combination to the head.  She took a nine-count in her struggle to arise. When she was permitted to continue Dana allowed her no respite.  Round seven ended badly for the Wrecker and did not improve in the eighth stanza.  It was clear that Madison was looking to score her first knockout against the hapless Wrecker as she fired every punch with full-power.  Most of them were telegraphed or inaccurate.  Her lack of accuracy tired her and diminished her chances to record a knockout.  Rebekah went the eight-round distance but was soundly beaten by the German red-head.  Dana’s impressive unanimous decision victory was enthusiastically applauded by the fans.  It should elevate her standings among the league contenders also.

Fight 12: MANUELA “La Romana” ROSINI Vs “Diamond” DONNA PAGE 

Description: (8 Rounds)  Manuela Rosini opposes Donna Page from the Freedom Fighters gym in Atlanta hoping to avenge an earlier decision loss to another Freedom Fighter Dena de la Cruz.  That loss ended her four-fight win-streak.  Now she plans to begin again with a victory over Diamond Donna.  Ms Page’s recent losing streak makes her a likely victim for “La Romana”.  Manuela attacked right from the opening bell, attempting to make Donna her ninth knockout victim.  Donna never got to initiate any serious offensive she was too busy attempting to avoid the streaking green missiles raining in on her. Ms Page made a better showing in the third round but I had her losing the frame to go three rounds down in the scoring.  In the fourth period, fans were shocked when Manuela toppled to the floor following a short-ranged exchange between the fighters.  No one saw any punch that would have upended Ms Rosini but there she was sitting on her shapely derriere.  She was up before the Donna could reach the neutral corner, protesting to the referee.  It was judged a push not a knockdown by the referee.  That decision by the referee did not please Donna or her fans.   Anxious to amend for that embarrassing trip, La Romana came back with a horrendous assault that won her round five.  She kept the black tressed Floridian on the run that whole frame.  Ms Page had her best session of the match in the sixth round.  Starting early in that period, she established her jab at times doubling or tripling it.  Her right crosses also connected with authority throughout the round.  Most of her blows struck the face of the Italian boxer.  Swelling around the left eye of Manuela required the application of Endswell between rounds six and seven.  When Diamond Donna came roaring across the ring to start the seventh stanza she ran straight into a powerful right hand that ended her charge.   It left her open for the explosive combination of lefts and rights that followed.  This bombardment bowled Donna over for the first knock-down of the match.  When she arose at the count of “Eight” she begin a speedy retreat attempting to put distance between her and La Romana.  Ms Rosini got to Donna early in round eight with a left jab, right-cross combination.  It spun her a quarter turn around leaving her defenseless against another heavy-fisted salvo.  Down she spiraled, landing hard on her right shoulder.  Ms Page struggled up and returned to the fray.  She no longer had the agility to out-run her attacker. With about thirty-seconds left in the round she was draped over the top rope taking a pounding.  Supported by the ring ropes she was able to remain erect until the bell ended the period.   Her trainer hoisted Ms Rosini aloft in anticipation of her inevitable victory celebration.  With this unanimous decision victory La Romana was back on the winning track.

Fight 13: DANIELA PISA Vs ALEXANDRA “Bone Crusher” HALMICH
Description: (8 Rounds)  Daniela and Alexandra in the next featured attraction are both blonde knockouts.  They each suffered decision losses at Event-102. Ms Pisa from the Italian Female Boxing Team worked her winning ways in rounds one and two against the Cologne boxer – “Bone Crusher”.  Her jabs and lateral movement allowed her to score without being successful scored upon.  Alexandra came to life early in round three when she landed a right-cross to the temple that wobbled the Italian damsel.  In the final flurry before the bell, “Bone Crusher” scored with an overhand right that propelled Daniela back into the ropes. As soon as the fight resumed in round four, Alexandra renewed her assault from the previous session.  Her swarming assault, kept Ms Pisa on her heels, unable to retaliate.  Daniela spent much of rounds five and six struggling to get off the ropes.  Alexandra was relentless in her attack, working painful combinations to both body and head of her snared foe.  In round seven, Alexandra connected with a sweet right hand perfectly timed to catch Daniela squarely in the puss on her rebound from the strands.  The Italian blonde stiffened as she fell face down on the grimy canvas.  Ms Halmich stood for a moment over her fallen rival with her arms overhead in a victory salute.  Her celebration was premature however; Ms Pisa was up by the count of eight and stayed out of harm’s way for the remainder of the period.  Ms Halmich became careless in round eight attempting to polish-off her tiring opponent.  Daniela took advantage of her frequent misses to gain the nod in the final round but it made little difference in the outcome.  Alexandra Halmich had monopolized most of the middle rounds to capture the unanimous decision of the judges.

Fight 14: ROSY “Destroyer Girl” PILATUS Vs EMILEE “Angelfist” RILEY 

Description: (8 Rounds)  Stepping into the ring next is the red-tressed Rosy Pilatus.  She has an experience advantage in this match, but suffered losses in her last five appearances.  She represents the Swiss Girls Boxing stable managed by Beat.  The blonde in the blue corner is Emilee Riley a member of the KO Kitten Boxing Club; she lost her match at Event-101 to Bipasha Basu and remained inactive for Event-102.  Both women opened this rumble with a very cautious offense.  No damage was recorded throughout the period and neither of the women was able to establish control.  Instructed by her manager to pick up the pace in round two, Rosy got much busier and easily won that second stanza.  Angelfist started an offensive campaign of her own in the third period, but her punches lacked authority allowing Destroyer Girl to walk through them and belabor the Cincinnati blonde quite handily.  Growing in confidence Ms Pilatus monopolized the confrontation throughout the middle rounds four to six.  She gave the blonde a less-attractive makeover with her pumping jabs and hammering combinations to the head.  In round seven, the Destroyer Girl initiated a most impressive body attack that quickly had the battered blonde in serious difficulty. After receiving a shocking hook to the liver region Angelfist fell hard on her knees for the first knockdown of the match.  Creeping to the ropes, she struggled upward using the ring strands for assistance.  Time ran out before Rosy could drop her adversary again in that period.  After the break, Ms Riley looked considerably stronger.  Her punches had enough snap to hold the aggressive Destroyer Girl at bay for the rest of the frame.  Rosy Pilatus gave the judges an easy task with her prominence throughout the rather one-sided eight rounder.  Emilee fought gamely but was unable to offer a serious threat to her red-tressed conqueror.

Fight 15: ERIN “Babygirl” RILEY Vs MARIA CLAUDIA “Italian Star” CASTAGNA 
Description: (8 Rounds) Erin Riley the older sister of Emilee is fighting next out of the red corner. Her opponent in the blue corner is the Italian Star Maria Claudia Castagna.  While Marie is working on a four-fight win-streak, Ms Riley has lost her last three matches. In her twenty-four fight career, Erin has never recorded a knockout so she probably will have to box faultlessly and win by decision against the higher ranked Italian Star. Moving confidently on the attack from the get-go, Maria Claudia took control in rounds one and two.  Her jabs were precise and powerful, giving her further scoring opportunities with right hooks and varied combinations.  Erin Riley pulled a surprise counter attack in the fourth period connecting with a tidal wave of powerful jabs and quick combinations.  Maria looked unsteady as she returned to her corner after that turnabout session.  Determined to continue her previous success, Babygirl resumed her attack right from the bell in the fifth round.  Ms Castagna made a remarkable recovery or she was play-acting in the previous round because in this session it was her turn to surprise Erin and the audience.  Before Babygirl recovered her left jab, Maria delivered a whistling right-hand into the left eye of her rival.  The punch drove Ms Riley’s head painfully sideway so she never saw the follow-up left hook that exploded against her exposed jaw.  As Babygirl went limp, Maria Claudia concluded her demolition with a quick one-two that glanced off Erin’s head.  Most observers were prepared to write finished to this match, but the blonde didn’t accept that conclusion.  At the count of eight, she was up and ready to continue. Although she appeared to be dazed, she foiled the coup de grace envisioned by her rival.  Through rounds six and seven Maria Claudia pursued the sluggish blonde who used her defensive skills with considerable expertise.  She either slipped or rode out the power blows from her brunette attacker who was unable to land solidly In the final round, Erin made a valiant offensive surge that surprised Maria Claudia but she lacked power enough to knock her off her feet. It was a last hurrah for the Babygirl who displayed gameness and durability against a boxer too powerful for her this night.  Maria Claudia congratulated her American foe after the announcement of her victory.  She succeeded in adding win number five to her string of victories.

Fight 16: RITA “Sweetly Puncher” ROHRER Vs SAMANTHA “Wolverine” LOGAN 
Description: (8 Rounds)  Despite the fact that Samantha Logan lost a unanimous decision to this same opponent at Event-102 many people confidently predicted that she would reverse that loss in tonight’s confrontation. Rita Rohrer expressed equal confidence in her eventual victory.  She has faced the Wolverine and has her all figured out.  Round one started well for Sweetly Puncher who lead off every exchange and seemed to anticipate every response by Samantha before it happened.  While Ms Rohrer continued the tactics that had worked so well in round one, Samantha changed the script on her.  At about the one-minute mark, the Wolverine parried a straight right hand blow and then struck back with a quick pair of left hooks first to the body and next to the head.  Ms Rohrer was disoriented by the ambush.  Samantha attacked with a vengeance.  Her blue gloved fists exploded against the head and body of her unsteady rival.  The Wolverine concluded a heavy-fisted flurry with a powerful left hook that sent Rita crashing to the canvas.  She pushed upward from the floor as the count reach “Seven”.   Once she was checked out by the referee, the fight resumed.  Ms Rohrer took a terrible drubbing for the remainder of the second round.  Although Samantha continued her domination through rounds three, four and five, she was unable to knock the Swiss boxer off her feet.  Rita regained some of her energy and punching power by round six making it a very close round to score.  In the next to last round both women slowed their offense making it one of the dullest periods of the match.  Round eight was a barn burner as both fighters put it all on the line attempting to claim victory in what they considered was a crucial finale.  Ms Logan held the upper hand in this fistic shootout.  She brought the fight to Rita, driving her backward in a tactical retreat throughout the full two-minutes.  In retreat Sweetly Puncher couldn’t generate the necessary power to stun her assailant.  Samantha Logan exploded in exuberant celebration with the announcement of her victory.   Ms Logan has a fighter’s heart and never gives up as she proved again tonight.

Fight 17: CHRISTINE “TNT” DIAS Vs PRIYA “Punchess” RANI
Description: (8 Rounds)  Christine Dias is matched against one of the Tiger Girls boxers Priya Rani from the Indian stable managed by Vikram.  Priya scored a knockout over Renee Rollei in her last ring outing. In round one the pace of exchanges was extreme erratic.  They fought furiously before going into an interval of inactivity.  Priya was more consistent in her offense throughout the second and third rounds easily capturing the scoring lead in those periods.  The red-skirted Ms Dias finally sprang into action in round four to win a scoring advantage and establish some respect from her Indian foe.  Her jabs combined with left hooks to the body were her best combination throughout rounds four and five.  Priya stood up well under the accelerated attack by the Los Angeles damsel.  TNT uncorked an explosive left hook-right cross combination near the close of round five, but they came too late to secure the scoring advantage in that frame.  Punchess worked her way inside the jabbing arm of her California rival where she had particularly good success in battering the body and bosom.  “TNT” may have lost her cool because of the digs to her womanhood for in the seventh round she responded to a strike to her breast by flurrying wildly and neglecting her defense.  Punchess capitalized on her miscue with a salvo of straight, hard strikes to the chin of Christine. The impact of those power shots propelled her back against the ropes; the very place she did not want to be.  After getting a hurtful shellacking along the ropes, Christine dropped to her knees for a six-count.  Priya got to resume her assault faster before the bell sounded to close out this meltdown by Ms Dias.  As the fighters came out for the eighth and final round it was obvious that Christine was not completely recovered from the previous round of abuse.  Ms Rani charged forward with her fists beating the body and head of Christine like a heavy bag. Down went the Californian for an eight-count.  As soon as she was waved out of her neutral corner Priya quickly roped her victim and commenced another nerve-numbing bombardment.  Christine dropped to her knees and then nose-dived into the canvas on her forehead and bosom.  Somehow she managed to return to her feet at the count of “Nine”.  Her argument convinced the referee to let her fight on.  Ms Rani attacked Christine only to end in an unwanted embrace with her opponent.  That maneuver probably saved Christine from going down for a third time which would have ended the match.  By the time the referee parted the grasping Californian she was able to escape her assailant at center ring.  Ms Rani was deprived of her 8th knockout victory but clearly deserved the unanimous decision in this encounter.  She could now claim a run of two consecutive triumphs while Ms Dias’ win-streak was halted.

Fight 18: DENA DE LA CRUZ Vs MANJU DURGA
Description: (8 Rounds) Advancing in the DWBL is no easy task.  Dena from the Freedom Fighters gym has put together a string of four-victories all of them in National Belt competition.  Despite this apparent success she made no upward progress in the rankings until her last outing at Event-102.  She is attempting to move up by taking on Manju Durga who is three-positions higher in the rankings.  Ms Durga won her last encounter by a first round knockout.  Can she do that tonight against Dena?  Manju opened the match with a very busy offense in round one.  Dena did some countering but was outscored by the more aggressive Tiger Girl member.  In both rounds two and three Manju led off offensively, but Dena stymied her attacks with progressively more firepower as the round progressed.  In hand speed and movement afoot the Freedom Fighter was faster. Manju made a bold attack to open round four but ended up corralled in a neutral corner while Ms Cruz out punched her from the advantaged position nearer ring center.  Manju scored with a nice left hook to the abdomen early in the fifth period that took a lot of wind from Dena’s sails.  By round’s end the Freedom Fighter was shuffling around the ring flat footed while Manju advanced behind a torrent of pink-gloved bullets.  Starting in round six, the Freedom Fighter changed up on her foe by squaring off near center ring to exchange massive flurries with her pink-suited rival.  Ms Cruz’s superior hand speed allowed her to dominate rounds six, seven and eight despite Manju’s best efforts to recapture control.  Each time she attempted to land a power shot, the busier Freedom Fighter landed two or three scoring blows.  Dena was using that advantage to pull ahead in the scoring.  By the eighth round there was no way Ms Durga could overtake her without scoring multiple knockdowns or a knockout.  That did not happen.  When the official results were announced the judges selected Dena the winner by a significant margin.  Add win number five for Dena de la Cruz who should move up in the ranking after this victory.

Fight 19: KYA “The Punisher” POUNDER Vs OLGA “Tsarina” KUCZINSKOVA
Description: (8 Rounds)  Fight-19 features Kya Pounder in the red corner who has fought 31-times in her professional career; 16-wins, 14-losses, 1-draw and 3- knockouts.  At Event-102 she faced a formidable foe in losing by decision to Maria Claudia Castagna.  Her career pattern is uneven with alternating wins and then losses the norm.  Tonight’s opponent seems like the ideal pick to garner a win for “The Punisher”.  Olga Kuczinskova has a losing record, less ring experience 27-fights as opposed to 31 for Kya, no knockouts and is 8-positions lower in the league rankings (66th-ranked contrasted with Ms Pounder in 58th position).  Kya displayed the confidence of a winner as she claimed the scoring advantage three-rounds to none as they prepared for fourth round action.  Olga looked nervous and hesitant as she fought through these opening rounds.  At the start of the fourth period, she may have surprised the Punisher with an early flurry of jabs and hooks that landed crisply on her face and torso.  They were not knock down blows, but scoring shots that left some physical damage on the face of the Punisher.  Ms Pounder mixed in some power punches with her excellent lead jabs to win the scoring advantage in rounds five and six.  “Tsarina” got hit by a “sucker-punch” at the beginning of the seventh that left her completely exposed to a further bombardment that bowled her over from the impact.  Although the Russian blonde beat the count-out she was groggy and unfocused as the referee checked her out.  Attacking quickly, Ms Pounder pummeled Olga around the ring without interruption until the bell came to her rescue.  After a vigorous work-over in her corner during the final break Olga was up and ready to fight on at the bell.  She had enough pop in her punches to prevent an all-out offensive attack from her adversary.  Kya continued to apply offensive pressure throughout round eight but failed to knock her adversary down for another count.  Ms Pounder jogged around the perimeter of the ring at the final bell, cheerleading her fans as she made the circuit. In dominating fashion the Punisher chalked up a decision victory and returned to her winning ways.  Kya showed why she deserves to be ranked above the Russian Tsarina.

Fight 20: SAYAKA HOSHIZONO Vs TERESA “Venice Queen” DENSON

Description: (8 Rounds) Two skilled boxers who know all the nuances of the sweet science meet in fight-20.  From the Island nation of Japan, Sayaka Hoshizono brings her considerable ring talents in a match-up against the Italian veteran Teresa Denson.  The Brilliant Polaris teenager from Tokyo is ranked above Ms Denson, but confirms that this match-up may be one of her biggest challenges.  She acknowledges a great deal of respect for the wily Venice Queen.  Rounds one and two started with exciting flurries, well-executed by each woman with equal effectiveness.  Each round was so close the score might have gone either way.  Teresa found a scoring opportunity for a shocking left hook to the chin of her Oriental rival midway through the third session that turned the period decisively in her favor.  Sayaka recovered nicely during the break allowing her to come back strong in the fourth period.  Whether it was enough to give her that round I will not venture. Round five and six were sessions that Ms Hoshizono owned by virtue of her effective aggression.  Several times she cut off the ring and worked Teresa into a neutral corner or trapped her against the cords.  Her powerful right hand blows to the body had the Venice Queen reacting in pain on several occasions.  From then on Ms Denson rallied only sporadically against the busy-fisted fusillades of her rival.  For a brief period in round seven, Teresa snared Sayaka in the ring ropes, but the Japanese boxer skillfully spun free of her confinement to counter-attack and secure my nod for that pivotal period.  Teresa gave all she had early in the eighth round to turn the momentum of this rumble back in her favor, but she could not sustain her early assault.  It was another close round to score, but I felt the eventual winner Sayaka Hoshizono eked out the victory.  In the overall outcome after a technically excellent match, Sayaka claimed the victory and her 37th win, rebounding from her previous loss and establishing her ascent in the forthcoming rankings.
